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 At Easter we celebrate Christ's invitation to come out of the 
darkness into the light of His Risen Presence.  Because Jesus conquered 
death, nobody can be written off as lost.  God, with the Resurrection does 
not allow death to have the last say.  At Easter we light the Paschal 
Candles and we rejoice along with the church throughout the world, that 
God raised Jesus from the dead.  He shares this blessing with all of us. 
 
 There is a story told of an ancient teacher who assembled his class 
on a hillside before the breaking of the dawn.  He asked his students how 
could they tell when night was over?  One student on looking at the 
scenery said, "Is it when we can tell one tree from another?"  "Not quite" 
said the teacher.  "Is it when you can tell sheep from goats?" said another 
student.  "No" answered the teacher. The students eventually asked 
"What is it?"  "It is when you look at the faces of men and women and see 
that they are your brothers and sisters." 
 
 In Johns Gospel, the Easter story begins on the first day of the 
week, while it is still dark.  The first letter of John states, "Anyone who 
claims to be in the light but hates his brother is still in the dark."  On Holy 
Thursday when Christ instituted the Eucharist He told us He would remain 
with us forever.  As each person receives the Eucharist, Christ abides with 
them. 
 
 We know we are Christ's followers when we are a Eucharistic people, and that 
when we look at the faces of others. . . . . We catch a glimpse of the Messiah.
