SEEKING TO UNDERSTAND THE TRINITY 

 If you sometimes find the Church’s teachings incomprehensible, be encouraged by today’s Gospel. 
Recognizing how bewildered his disciples have become, Jesus says, “I have much more to tell you, but you 
cannot bear it now.” Then he promises that “the Spirit of truth” will come to make things clear. 
 Even with the coming of the Spirit, we never fully understand. Today we hear the ancient poetry of the 
book of Proverbs, singing of God’s wisdom “playing on the surface of his earth,” delighting in humankind. We 
hear Paul boasting of his joy—not only in the blessings God sends, but even in “our afflictions.” 
 Theologians wrestle with the mystery of the Trinity; with the help of the Spirit they make that divine 
mystery a little more clear to the Church. We understand a little. But mostly we listen, we pray, and we ask the 
Spirit for more clarity.

 This was a verse that I learned as a young man.  People say "Life is not 
always fair", but perhaps it is people who are not always fair.  The scriptures call 

us to be solicitous for those who journey through life with us. 
 
 God shows no partiality.  Like a loving parent He loves all His children.  Don Bosco, a priest 
from Turin in the last century, took his inspiration from the gospel where Jesus welcomed a little 
child and placed him in the midst of the apostles.  Don Bosco had observed in his home town of 
Turin, how children were abandoned, had no education and no prospects except to resort to crime.  
He founded a religious order, The Salesians, who dedicated their lives to welcoming and educating 
children. 
 
 On one occasion his work took him to Paris where he sought lodging with a local priest.  The 
priest  gave him a mattress on the floor because of his disheveled appearance.  His host lived to see 
Don Bosco canonized.  "If I had known that I had a saint in my house that night, I would not have 
given him such a poor welcome." 
 
 The way of the world is to honor the V.I.P..  But the way of the gospel is to welcome the Very 
Unimportant Person.  "Anyone who welcomes one of these little children in my name, welcomes 
me; and anyone who welcomes me, welcomes the one who sent me." 
 
 Lately I read where to hug someone, one must have empty hands and open hearts.  We must 
have unoccupied time for those that God sends us.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
 Este domingo la Iglesia celebra la Solemnidad de la Santísima Trinidad: Padre, Hijo y 
Espíritu Santo. Este dogma acerca de la realidad de Dios es la clave para comprender la verdad de 
la religión cristiana. Mediante el poder del Espíritu Santo el Padre envió al Hijo como Salvador del 
mundo. Estas tres personas son un solo Dios. 
 No es una doctrina fácil de comprender y mucho menos de pintar en arte sagrado. Sin 
embargo muchos artistas latinoamericanos han intentado pintar simbólicamente la verdad de la 
Santísima Trinidad. En muchos casos imaginan al Padre cargando a Jesús en la cruz y soplando 
sobre él el Espíritu en forma de paloma. A veces Padre e Hijo están entronados sobre las nubes 
soplando el Espíritu mutuamente y las alas de la paloma tocan los labios de ambos. En algunos 
casos el Padre, el Hijo y el Espíritu Santo son tres cabezas que salen de un solo cuerpo. Seguido 
los tres tienen el mismo rostro distinguiéndose solo por el color de sus vestiduras o los símbolos 
que cargan.
