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BETRAYAL 
 

 By the time we are adults, most of us have felt 
betrayed or let down by someone we've trusted or loved.  
Sometimes we plan to get even or get ahead, other times we 
walk away having learned one of the cruel lessons of life.  
Throughout my life I've thought to myself, "they'll eventually 
get their just rewards, when they'll meet someone meaner 
than themselves."  With the passage of time and the Grace of 
God, I must say friendships have been restored and 
strengthened. . . . Maybe we've also been the betrayer. 

 
 The night before Jesus died, when He was at the table with His Apostles, He became upset.  
"One of you is about to betray me."  Someone He had personally chosen and trusted.  Later, Jesus 
said, "Be quick about what you're going to do."  The Apostles thought Jesus was sending Judas out 
on an errand.  Jesus did not expose him in front of the others.  The Apostles knew that the 
authorities were against Jesus and His teachings, but . . . they never expected Judas to be at the 
head of the mob who were coming to arrest Him.  Even then, Christ was reaching out to Judas.  
"Judas, my friend, do you betray the Son of man with a kiss?"  The words of Jesus fell on deaf ears. 
 
 Judas was not a demon, otherwise Jesus would not have chosen him.  He became who he 
was through the choices he made, he became a thief (John 12:6).  Jesus never rejected Judas.  The 
worst thing that Judas did was despair.  Peter rejected Christ three times but returned asking 
forgiveness.  Judas never gave Christ the opportunity to forgive him. 
 
 We can all look at "The Betrayal" and learn lessons.  With the Grace of God all things are 
possible.  As a young priest I remember a woman coming to me about her husband who betrayed 
her.  A year later I was walking through the aisles of the supermarket when there was the woman 
holding hands with her husband.  Was I ever glad I said nothing but listened and prayed with the 
woman.  "Blessed are the merciful for they shall obtain mercy."  All of us let people down.  Let's be 
like St. Peter, through the power of the Holy Spirit, and return and ask for forgiveness. 
 
 Saints are not people who didn't let people down.  Saints are people who upon realizing their 
sins,  asked for . . . and received forgiveness.  They looked into the face of Jesus and changed.
