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HAPPY ST. PATRICK’S DAY 2016

St. Patrick’s Day has helped the Irish celebrate who we
are. Because of the success of the Irish in America, the Irish back
home have a greater belief in themselves. From the early days after the
Famine and after the American Civil War, when notices on nearly all
places of employment said “Irish need not apply,” to President Kennedy
in the White House and the two Fords who built automobiles and who
made movies. . . .The lot of the Irish in America gradually changed.
Notre Dame, “The Fighting Irish” seems to have captured the spirit of
Ireland—no matter the odds, we have a fighting chance.

2016 is the centenary of the Irish Rebellion. In Ireland, the rebellion is known as “The Easter
Rising.” It leadership was made up of teachers and scholars who wanted to preserve the Irish
language and culture. Sixteen were executed by the British and they became the Martyrs whose
blood won Irish freedom.

During these last few years and under the encouragement of American politicians, Queen
Elizabeth has brought peace to two neighbors. The process had moved us together but Queen
Elizabeth helped us celebrate a new era of peace when she visited Ireland. This year Ireland
celebrates its freedom, but like the United States, Ireland values its neighbor and ally.

What has happened in our past cannot be forgotten, must be forgiven, and please God, be
reflected in our future. The following poem tells of the hopes of a woman who was made homeless
by the Famine. The poem was written by Padraic Colum, the Queen Mother’s favorite poet.

AN OLD WOMAN OF THE ROADS

Oh, to have little house!
To own the hearth and stool and all!
The heaped-up sods upon the fire,
the pile of turf against the wall!

To have a clock with weights and chains
and pendulum swinging up and down,
a dresser filled with shining delph,
speckled and white and blue and brown!
