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OUR CHOICES MAKE US WHAT WE ARE !

There is a story about a painter who was looking for a model of a young man who is Christ
-like, one who exudes life in a state of grace. He found his model and he painted him. A few years
later, he was searching for another model. He was looking for a man who shows the face of a
sinner and is damned in hell. Going through the crime-laden section of the city streets he finally
found a man who was willing to pose for a fee. During the sessions the man gave the painter
some bits and pieces of his life of crime. When the painting was done, the man turned to the
painter with tears in his eyes and told him: " | was the young man you painted years ago."

Our life is the result of the choices we make. We are responsible for the direction of our life.
Our choices make us what we are. We therefore have to be deliberate well on important matters.
Nothing could be more important than the choice to follow Jesus Christ. This was the point that
Jesus was making with His disciples in this Sunday’'s Gospel. When one claims to be a disciple of
Jesus, he must face the consequences of discipleship: "Those who do not carry their own cross
and come after me cannot be my disciples." Jesus becomes the ultimate standard. He becomes
number one. Everything else takes second place.

There can be a beautiful ending to our story of the painter and his model. It is not too late
for the sinner. As long as he lives he can make a choice to go back to Jesus. He may have lost
innocence by his life of sin but he can recover his life in grace. Making good choices is very
important. All he needs to do is say: "Lord Jesus, have mercy on me a sinner." Jesus is Merciful.
Jesus forgives. A sinner who makes a good choice to come back to Jesus and to ask for
forgiveness is forgiven and restored to a life of grace. He is the disciple who is sinner-yet-
forgiven.

Life is a choice, may we always choose well !l

En 1976 un grupo de madres argentinas comenzd una vigilia silenciosa en frente de las oficinas
gubernamentales en la Plaza de Mayo. Vestian de negro, con un pafuelo blanco en la cabeza y
protestaban la desaparicién de sus hijos. Poco a poco esta protesta de madres se fue expandiendo a El
Salvador y otros paises donde agentes del gobierno hacian desaparecer a los que obraban por la justicia y
el bienestar del pueblo.

En Latinoamérica la Virgen de los Dolores que viste de negro y llora la muerte de su hijo quien estaba
en la flor de la vida se ha transformado en la Madre de los Desaparecidos. Ella acompafia silenciosamente
en la protesta de tanta latina que ha perdido hijos, maridos y hermanos a autoridades injustas o cobardes.

La vigilia de las Madres de la Plaza de Mayo termino en enero de 2006 cuando por fin se encontraron
con un gobierno que busca los desaparecidos con ellas. Lamentablemente en muchos lugares las madres
de los desaparecidos todavia no pueden contar con las autoridades civiles. Con ellas Maria se une en
protesta silenciosa.
