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PREACHERS REJECTED: ESEKIEL AND JESUS 

 
 Ezekiel was called to be both priest and prophet to God`s people during the most devastating time in 
their history. Six short years after he began preaching to Israel in the year 593 BC, the holy city of 
Jerusalem was captured and destroyed, and just about every last person in Israel was carried off in chains 
to exile in Babylon. What is worse, Ezekiel saw it coming and told people. He invited them to 
conversion.   Predictably, they refused to listen.  Ezekiel did not give up on them and he reminded them of 
God who had no intention of giving up on them either. 
 
 Today`s Gospel passage reveals how Jesus Himself was misunderstood by His own relatives and 
was criticized, slandered and rejected by the Sanhedrin-led scribes and pharisees. His sufferings for us give 
us courage and His offer of healing, strength and forgiveness, so that we can do as He did when we face 
unfair treatment and criticism in our lives. 
 
 By Baptism we become the children of God, brothers and sisters of Jesus and members of the 
Heavenly family of the Triune God.  Hence, we need to live as members of God`s family. Let us always 
observe our obligations of treating others with love and respect and of sharing works of mercy. As disciples 
of Jesus Christ, we are also obliged to be hearers as well as doers of the word of God and we must 
keep our souls daily filled with the Spirit of God.
