LA PROMESA DE JUSTICIA 
 Estamos en buena compañía cuando clamamos a Dios por justicia. Con 
frecuencia escuchamos y estamos de acuerdo con el pueblo de Israel que pregunta 

a Dios por qué el malo prospera. Sin embargo, cuando clamamos por justicia usualmente queremos que 
alguien reciba el castigo que se merece. Obviamente la justicia de Dios es más que eso. La justicia de Dios 
abarca una maravillosa rectitud entre Dios y la humanidad. 
 En la lectura de hoy Jeremías avizora un tiempo en el que un justo brotará del tronco de Jesé, de la 
casa y la familia de David. La vida no era justa en el tiempo de Jeremías. Los reyes de Israel mantenían 
viva la promesa de la fidelidad de Dios, pero era difícil ver cómo la promesa de Dios se podía cumplir por 
medio de ellos. 
 No obstante, Jeremías levanta la voz y anuncia que ya viene el Salvador prometido. El Evangelio de 
Lucas hace eco de ese anuncio, y Pablo se llena de un gran ánimo. De esta manera el Adviento comienza 
con una promesa.
