SHEPHERDS LIKE JESUS

Each year this Fourth Sunday of Easter celebrates Jesus the Good Shepherd. Today’s Gospel seems
especially timely, for as Christians worldwide suffer persecution like Paul and Barnabas, Jesus promises his
sheep enduring, invincible safety: “They shall never perish. No one can take them out of my hand.” But we
who are free to live our faith peacefully sometimes take our membership in Jesus’ flock for granted,
wandering astray to seek our own pleasure and prosperity. The simple cross that Pope Francis always
wears seems to show us how Jesus responds to that. Francis’s cross features an image of Jesus, who has
sought and found a lost sheep, then joyfully set it on his shoulders to carry it gently home. May Good
Shepherd Sunday inspire us, so often lost and found ourselves, to assist Jesus in seeking, finding, and
gently carrying home our fellow precious lambs.

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“MY SHEEP HEAR MY VOICE, | KNOW THEM AND THEY FOLLOW ME”
John 10:27

The fourth Sunday of Easter, known as Good Shepherd Sunday, is also “World Day of
Prayer for Vocations.” The scripture lessons for this day concern the role of the shepherds of
God’s flock in the Church. Each year on this Sunday, we reflect on the image of Jesus as the
Good Shepherd who devotedly and kindly takes care of his flock.

Today’s first reading describes how Paul and Barnabas opted to listen to the voice of Jesus
the Good Shepherd and follow Him, and how, like their Master, they were rebuffed and rejected
when they tried to share the good news of salvation. It also suggests that the sympathy of the
early Christians for the Gentiles caused a rupture with Judaism. Today’s Responsorial Psalm (Ps
100) reminds us that “. . .The Lord is God: He made us, His we are—Hlis people, the flock He
tends.”

The second reading taken from the book of Revelation depicts Jesus both the glorified lamb
and the shepherd. John’s vision encourages his readers with the assurance that every person who
has ever followed Jesus Christ and led others to Him and who has suffered rejection and
persecution will also know the unending joy of victory and have a share in everlasting life.

The Gospel text offers us both comfort and great challenge. The comforting message is
that no one can snatch the sheep out of Jesus’ Father’'s hands. The challenge is that pastors and
lay people alike should be good shepherds to those entrusted to their care.

We belong to Jesus, the Risen Lord. He is the Good Shepherd and we are His sheep. He
calls our names. . . Do we hear Him? Jesus tells us in John 10:27: “My sheep hear my voice.” Do
we recognize that voice as being the Shepherd’s voice? | sure hope so! Because if we listen to
His voice, we will be led to green pastures where we can gaze and eat undisturbed. We will be
watched over and protected. So, ready? He is calling us. Let us listen.
