RECONCILED DIVERSITY
A few years ago, during Rome’s quiet summer, Pope Francis

e 100K @ day off to visit privately with some old friends, whose identity
took Catholic Italy by surprise: Evangelical Protestants. They

welcomed Francis to their Pentecostal Church of Reconciliation, where Francis asked pardon for Catholic
persecutions and celebrated the Holy Spirit's “pentecostal work.” Unlike Satan, declared Francis, who
creates division among God’s children, the Holy Spirit creates a diversity rich and beautiful. And unity; not
uniformity, Francis specified, but unity in diversity. Francis named the Spirit’s gift “reconciled diversity.”
Pentecost’s rich treasury of scriptural readings, for Saturday’s vigil and Sunday’s morning liturgy, traces the
Holy Spirit's work from creation’s beginning, through Jesus’ resurrection, into the church’s earliest days,
now into our days. Kindled in our hearts, the Spirit's gentle fire is ours to share generously, even with those
most strikingly different from us. All hearts are Spirit-warmed by reconciled diversity.

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COME HOLY SPIRIT

On this Pentecost Sunday, when we celebrate and
remember the beginnings of the Church, we also
celebrate God being true to His word. He did promise us,
before He ascended to the Father: “I will not leave you
orphans” (John 14:18). His sending of the Holy Spirit on
that first Pentecost was the fulfillment of that promise to
the first men and women who were His disciples. That
same Holy Spirit comes upon us, first at our Baptism, completed at our Confirmation, and renewed
every day as we pray, as we immerse ourselves in the Sacraments and in the corporal and
spiritual works of mercy.

Pentecost is one of the most ancient feasts of the Church. Pentecost is mentioned and
explained in both the Acts of the Apostles (today’s first reading) and in St. Paul’s First Letter to the
Corinthians. The name comes quite simply from the Greek word Pentekoste which meant “the
fiftieth day” as Pentecost is fifty days after Easter Sunday (counting Easter).

Pentecost is often called the birthday of the Church. It was on this day, with the descent of
the Holy Spirit, Christ’'s mission on earth was completed. However, that mission continues with us.
We, too, have received the power of the Holy Spirit through Baptism, Confirmation, the Eucharist,
and other sacraments.

It is the Holy Spirit which allows us to be the Lord’s disciples actively working in today’s
Church and today society.

The Diocese has received multiple reports from parishioners receiving scam emails from an imposter
who creates an email address using the pastor’s name and then sends a phony email asking for money
in the form of gift cards. The scam has recently evolved and parishioners are now receiving text
messages firom the imposter/scammer using the pastor’s name and a local telephone number.

Typically, the scam is initiated when the parishioner receives a casual email or text message from the
imposter with a subject like, “Many Blessings.” The body of the email is written something like,
“Good moming, how are you doing?” “I need a favor from you, cmail mc as soon as you get this
message.” Then the email is signed using the pastor’s name.

Unbeknownst to the recipient, he or she replies to an address that is not the pastor’s, but an
imposter’s email address. This type of social engineered attack is commonly referred to as Phishing
or CEO Fraud (the latter because the imposter uses the name of a person you trust or have a close
relationship and plays on a sense of urgency). The next email usually asks the parishioner to buy gift
cards and to transmit the photo of the gift cards with the numbers revealed to the imposter.

What is Phishing?

Phishing is an email or text message that will attempt to trick the recipient into doing something s/he
wouldn’t normally do (in this case emailing or texting the image of gift cards) because the request
seems urgent, yet simple (like sending money, a bank or credit card number, or your email and
network credentials). Close examination of the sender’s email address will reveal that the address is
not a legitimate email address for the actual person (like the pastor). But, it could be easily
overlooked because the imposter will create an email address similar to the

pastor’s (e.g. FrJoe@gmail.com and use FrJoe@aol.com) that
incorporates the pastor’s name.

DON’T FEED THE PHISH ....
REMEMBER: A pastor or clergy member will never ask for
gift cards electronically via email or text message!!
